We will be learning to read and write our first phonic sounds from Phase 2 phonics, whilst recapping Phase 1 (from pre-schools).  We will begin to use our phonic knowledge to read words and also begin to learn some tricky words (that can’t be sounded out).  Writing: Dominant hand, tripod grip, mark making, giving meaning to marks and labelling.  Writing initial sounds and simple captions. Use initial sounds to label characters / images. Captions, lists, diagrams and messages.
