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Autumn Term 2			Cherry Class Rec
Communication and Language: C&L is developed throughout the year through high quality interactions, daily group discussions, sharing circles, PSHE times, stories, whole class reading, singing, speech and language interventions, assemblies and weekly interventions. We will be focusing on developing vocabulary and passions, retelling stories and story language. Listening and responding to stories, following instructions and taking part in discussions. Understanding how to listen carefully and why listening is important. Use new vocabulary throughout the day and choosing books that will develop vocabulary. 

PSHE – Feelings: Learning about and celebrating qualities and differences.  Identify and moderate own feelings socially and emotionally. Encouraging to think about their own feelings and those of others by giving explicit examples of how others might feel in particular scenarios. Jigsaw: Identifying talents, being special, families, where we live, making friends and standing up for yourself.

Physical Development and PE – Fine Motor: Threading, cutting, weaving and playdough, Develop muscle tone to put pencil pressure on paper, use tools to effect changes to materials  and to show preference for dominant hand. Continue to teach and model correct letter formation.
Gross Motor: Outdoor area, obstacle course and sandpit. PE lesson: Complete PE: Hands 1 – exploring ways of moving a ball with hands under control.

English – Blending CVC sounds, rhyming, alliteration, spotting diagraphs in words.
Retell stories related to events through acting/role play and retelling stories using images and story maps. Sequence stories – use vocabulary of beginning, middle and end. Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter– sound correspondences.

Focus texts and old favourites:  The Jolly Postman, Christmas Story / Nativity Rama and Sita 
Drawing Club - The Hairy Toe, Chicken Licken, The Pink Panther, The Gruffalo’s Child, The Gingerbread Man, The Grinch, Stick Man

Maths- Representing numbers to 5, composition of 4, 5, shapes with 4 sides and time.

Understanding the World – Past and Present/History:  Bonfire Night and keeping safe around fireworks. Talking about what children have done with their families during Christmas’ in the past. Share how Christmas used to be celebrated in the past. 
Understanding the World – People, culture and Communities and RE – What is Christmas?

Understanding the World – The natural world/Science Changing seasons. World maps to show where some stories are based. Understand and create simple maps.    

Expressive Arts and Design –  Listen to music and dances in response. Firework pictures, Christmas decorations, Christmas cards, Divas, Christmas songs/poems. Nativity performance. 
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
