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Communication and Language: C&L is developed throughout the year through high quality interactions, daily group discussions, sharing circles, PSHE times, stories, whole class reading, singing, speech and language interventions, assemblies and weekly interventions. Settling in activities. Discovering passions., re-reading some books so children learn the language necessary to talk about what is happening in each illustration and relate it to their own lives
PSHE –. Relationships What makes a good friend? Healthy me. Random acts of Kindness. Looking after pets. Looking After our Planet. Strategies for staying calm in the face of frustration. Talk them through why we take turns, wait politely, tidy up after ourselves and so on. Jigsaw Family life. Friendships, breaking friendships and falling out. Dealing with bullying.  Being a good friend. 

Physical Development and PE – Core skills
Fine motor skills: Threading, cutting, weaving, playdough, Develop pencil grip and letter formation continually. Use one hand consistently for fine motor tasks. Cut along a straight line with scissors /start to cut along a curved line. Gross motor skills: Obstacle activities, children moving over, under, through and around equipment. Encourage children to be highly active and get out of breath several times every day.

Phonics Phase  – Phase 3 and 4 consolidation, Phase 5
Literacy EYFS Retell a story with actions and / or picture prompts as part of a group - Use story language when acting out a narrative. Rhyming words. Explain the main events of a story and draw pictures of characters/ event / setting in a story. Labels, captions and sentences. Reading: Non-fiction texts, internal blending, naming letters of the alphabet. Distinguishing capital letters and lower case letters.
Focus texts and old favourites:  The Way back Home. Bob, The Man on the Moon, Non Fiction – Transport. The Naughty Bus  / You can’t take an elephant on a bus / Hundred Decker Bus,  Mr. Gumpy’s Outing, Motor Car. 

Maths Rec - To 20 and beyond. Addition and subtraction within 20 Commutativity •Explore addition and subtraction. Compare two amounts, First, then,  now

Understanding the World – Past and Present/History, People, culture and communities Discuss how they got to school and what mode of transport they used. Introduce the children to a range of transport and where they can be found. Look at the difference between transport in this country and one other country, making simple comparisons. Programming bee-bots on simple maps, using navigational language. 
Environments – Features of local environment, maps of local area, and comparing places on Google Earth – how are they similar/different? Introduce children to significant figures who have been to space and begin to understand that these events happened before they were born.
