Summer Term – Term 6 - Maple Class
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English – We will continue our daily phonics lessons (we have phonics screening w/c 8th June). Our focused text for this term is ‘Sharing a Shell’. We will be including a number of experience days within our English lessons to inspire children with this seaside-based text.
Whole Class Reading: In our whole class reading sessions we will be enjoying books linked to our English focused texts as well fact books to explore our History topic based on Grace Darling. 
Maths- This term we will be focusing on Place Value (within 100), Measurement & Money & Time. The children will be exploring number through a wide range of enhanced provision-based activities as well as our whole class learning.
